Mistakes are a part of human
nature. There is not one person
who hasn’t done wrong. What
truly makes the difference is what
we do after that mistake. We can
either realize it and move forward,
or we can be stubborn and choose
to be blind to our own sin and
never rise above it. Wallowing in
our transgression will do nothing
for us, but bring us lower; however

progressing forward allows us to
reach our full potential.

God has given everyone a path
and a purpose, but we as individu-
als can make personal decisions
that alter those plans. Take the Is-
raelites for instance, who went
against God’s will, despite all the
chances He gave them. It states in
Second Chronicles 36: 15 - 16
“The Lord, the God of their fa-
thers, sent word to them through
his messengers again and again,
because he had pity on his people
and his dwelling place. But they
mocked God’s messengers, de-
spised his words and scoffed at his
prophets until the wrath of the
Lord was aroused against his peo-
ple and there was no remedy.”

We mess up in similar situations

every day. One example is grades.
Let’s say it’s your freshman year
of high school and your teachers
and parents have warned you time
and time again that it’s different
from middle school, and that you
will have to work harder than you
did then.

But the
main thing we have to realize is
that though our slip-ups can’t be
erased, we can get redemption.

The meaning of the word for-
giveness is to pardon, to give up
resentment of, or to cease to feel
resentment. It is also the very rea-
son we are able to rise again. De-
spite all our faults, God loves us
and because of that love He chose
to send His son Jesus down to us
so that we might be forgiven. After
70 years, the Lord allowed the Is-
raelites to return to Jerusalem, He
forgave him. They had the Lord’s
grace upon them. Have you ever
seen someone in a really rough
situation, and wondered how he or
she was able to come out of it?
That was the Lord. People have

been able to overcome a number of

things because of God, because He
forgave them. After we have asked
the Lord to forgive us we can be-
gin to do what is right.

As we begin to know better, we
do better. After we admit our fail-
ures, with God’s help we can put
back together the pieces of our
lives. When the Israelites returned
to Jerusalem they had the impor-
tant task of rebuilding the altar.
And “despite their fear of the peo-
ples around them, they built the
altar on its foundation and sacri-
ficed burnt offerings on it to the
Lord, both the morning and eve-
ning sacrifices” (Ezra 3: 3). When
we do what is right, we will reach
to where God wants us to be.

When a child runs, trips and
falls, he gets up and then learns to
be more cautious. We must learn
to do the same thing. When we
make a mistake, we need to get up,
learn from it, and keep on going.

dered her into the smoking or ‘Jim
Crow’ car, which was already
crowded with other passengers.
Despite the 1875 Civil Rights Act
banning discrimination on the basis
of race, creed, or color, in theaters,
hotels, transports, and other public
accommodations, several railroad
companies defied this congres-
sional mandate and racially segre-
gated its passengers. It is important
to realize that her defiant act was
before Plessy v. Ferguson (1896),
the U.S. Supreme Court decision
that established the fallacious doc-
trine of ‘separate but equal,” which
constitutionalized racial segrega-
tion. Wells wrote in her autobiog-
raphy:
““I refused, saying that the for-
ward car [closest to the locomo-
tive] was a smoker, and as I was
in the ladies' car, I proposed to
stay. . . [The conductor] tried to
drag me out of the seat, but the
moment he caught hold of my
arm I fastened my teeth in the
back of his hand. I had braced
my feet against the seat in front
and was holding to the back, and
as he had already been badly bit-
ten he didn't try it again by him-
self. He went forward and got the
baggageman and another man to
help him and of course they suc-
ceeded in dragging me out.””

“A group of young men in Jackson-
ville, Florida, arranged to celebrate
Lincoln's birthday in 1900. My
brother, J. Rosamond Johnson, and 1
decided to write a song to be sung at
the exercise. | wrote the words and
he wrote the music. Our New York
publisher, Edward B. Marks, made
mimeographed copies for us and the
song was taught to and sung by a
chorus of five hundred colored
school children. Shortly afterwards
my brother and I moved from Jack-
sonville to New York, and the song
passed out of our minds. But the
school children of Jacksonville kept
singing it, they went off to other
schools and sang it, they became
teachers and taught it to other chil-
dren. Within twenty years it was be-
ing sung over the South and in some
other parts of the country.

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Investing in Mutual Funds

At the start of each new year, we
all make some type of New Year’s
resolution. A resolution to do this,
or to do that, and many times we
find that only a few months have
passed, and we have forgotten
what that New Year’s resolution
was. Many of us including myself
say that we are going to save more
money during the coming year,
and that’s a worthy goal.

Many of you are aware of the
“Parable of the Talents” found in
the book of Matthew 25:14-30 in
the Bible. The parable is about a
master who had 3 servants. He

“gave each of them “talents” of
money. (A “talent” is a measure
of money like a dollar or fifty dol-
lars.) The 1* servant was given 5
talents and he invested his talents
and increased them. The 2" ser-
vant was given 2 talents and he
invested his talents and increased
them. The 3" servant buried the
talents in the ground because he
was afraid to invest and lose the
money. The master became angry
with him for not making his
money grow.

Have you ever thought of invest-
ing in Mutual Funds? Mutual
Funds can be a safe and effective
way of developing a systemic way
of saving and investing.

You simply agree to let
$50.00 or more be taken out of
your checking account once a
month, on a day of the month you
designate. If you don’t agree to use
the Automatic Investment Plan,
the normal initial investment
amount can range anywhere from
$500.00 to $3000.00. Not many of
us have that kind of money to start
this thing off. I know I don’t!!
However, starting off with $50.00

per month will slowly grow faster
than you realize.

Good Mutual Funds Companies
such as T. Rowe Price,
www.troweprice.com and Ariel
Mutual Funds,
www.arielmutualfunds.com, a
good African American-owned
mutual fund company, will allow
you to start a mutual fund with as
little as $50.00 per month. You can
obtain all the necessary forms to
get you started at their website. Or,
if you don’t feel confident in doing
this thing by yourself, contact our
own Rev. Jesse Dompreh, a State
Farm Agent and Certified Finan-
cial Advisor (shout-out for
Jesse!!), who can also help get you
started.

I know many of you have the
perception that you will lose your
money by investing in the stock
market. How wrong you are! You
play the lottery and do not get any-
thing back in return, and your
money is completely gone! Or you
may go to the casinos and drop
money into the slot machines, and
you may occasionally receive
some significant winnings. Or
your excuse may be that you don’t
have any money to invest.

Think twice!! Stop spending that
big money on that Starbucks cof-
fee everyday and save that money,
or save all that spare chump
change you accumulate at the end
of each day, or stop eating out
every day for lunch at work and
save some of that money to invest.
